Dear members of St. John's UCC, 
 
"This day in Bethlehem, a Savior is born, who is Christ the Lord.  
And this will be a sign to you...." 
 
That gospel (good news) greeting from the angels to the shepherds is a good news greeting 

for all people.   As much as it was good news at the time of Christ's birth, it is still good news, 

and will be so until Christ returns.   But what about the signs of Christ being alive today? 

 

A little over 2,000 years ago the sign was a baby wrapped in clothes and lying in a manger.   

That was the sign back then.   Go and see and you'll be reassured.   Today, the church (you 

and I) are to be God's sign bearers.   There is no Savior baby wrapped in clothes and lying in 

a manger in Bethlehem today.
